The Classical Guitar Competition of Finland, organised by Tampere Guitar Festival, was held online for the second time in collaboration with Guitar Competition José Tomás – Villa de Petrer from Spain. The 2 in 1 Online Competition 2.0 started in June 2021 and the Finals were held in October 31st. It had over 60 participants from 27 countries.

The winner of the competition of Finland is Pasquale Vitale from Italy. He received a cash prize of 2 000 euros, among other prizes. Second place went to Ema Kapor from Serbia. Third place went to Bruno Madeira from Brazil. Fourth place and the Leo Brouwer Special Prize for the best interpretation of the obligatory work Motivos de Son No. 1 in the semifinals went to Katarzyna Smolarek from Poland. Smolarek was also voted for the Favoutite Artist of the audience.
